An Open Letter to Private Sector Companies

Dear Industry Partners:

The U.S. General Services Administration’s (GSA) Computers for Learning (CFL) program is an ideal web-based resource for linking unneeded computers with less fortunate children in at risk communities, including empowerment zones and enterprise communities throughout America.  The CFL website, which lists schools and educational nonprofit organizations that need computers, is now open to businesses, as well as to federal agencies, who are looking for schools to receive their used computers.  

GSA developed CFL in April 1999, to connect schools and some educational nonprofit organizations with computers and related peripheral equipment from excess federal inventories.  Although the federal government has donated over $200 million in computer equipment to schools, our nation’s schools’ demand for computers far exceeds our available supply.  We need your help to continue CFL’s success. 

Investing in America’s next generation work force, while at the same time recycling our excess computers, is both an investment in our children as well as our environment.  It is a positive investment in America’s future.
