	This Agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of either 40 USC 501 for Professional Services or 40 USC 11302(e) for Information Technology support as indicated in block 15 above.  Terms and Conditions of this Agreement are defined on the attached pages.  Interagency Agreements (IAs) and Interagency Agreement Amendments (IAAs) become effective when signed by FEDSIM and the Client.  The Client will ensure that the IA is signed by an official who is authorized to obligate Client funds and sign Interagency Agreements.  Client signature of this IA/IAA certifies/recertifies the Client’s bona fide requirement for FEDSIM services.

Interagency Agreement

Terms and Conditions

This document constitutes an Interagency Agreement (IA) between FEDSIM and the Client, which governs their relationship in work to be performed by FEDSIM for the Client.  The IA identifies the Client’s bona fide need.

1.1 Amendment of Agreement

This IA can only be modified by mutual agreement between FEDSIM and the Client in the form of a formal Interagency Agreement Amendment (IAA).  An Amendment cannot be used to extend or increase the Client requirement(s).  When amendments are made, all requirements issued under the original IA will continue in force unless explicitly canceled or modified by the amended IA.

1.2  Industry Partner Support

FEDSIM has contracts with Industry Partners to support FEDSIM's Clients.  FEDSIM will assume full responsibility for:

· Awarding and administering all contracts/delivery orders/task orders issued to Industry Partners.

· Directing and monitoring the Industry Partner's work, providing technical assistance and advice to the Industry Partner, attending status meetings, and conducting detailed reviews of all deliverables.

FEDSIM may require Client assistance and participation for the activities listed above.

1.3  Procurement Sensitivity

The Client understands that the contents of this IA may be procurement sensitive and represents that, (1) the contents of this IA and related IAAs will not be disclosed, published, divulged, released, or made known, in any manner or to any extent, to any individual other than an appropriate or authorized Government employee, and (2) such contents will be handled under the Client’s directives and policies governing the disclosure of procurement sensitive information.

1.4  Security

FEDSIM personnel and Industry Partners assigned to this project may require access to classified information in the performance of their defined roles.  Clients should specify special security requirements as early as possible to enable coordination with appropriate security offices. 
1.5  Funding

1.5.1  Information Technology Fund (ITF) and General Supply Fund (GSF)
All funds provided by the Client pursuant to this IA are to be identified for the General Supply Fund in the case of Professional Services and for the Information Technology Fund in the case of Information Technology.  This Agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of either 40 USC 501 for Professional Services or 40 USC 11302(e) for Information Technology support as indicated in block 15 of the IA.  These statutory authorities are independent of the Economy Act.  Therefore, the Economy Act does not apply to this agreement.  The existence of a defined requirement (bona fide need) at the time this IA is executed forms the basis for the incurring and recording of a financial obligation on the part of the Client.  The funds so obligated by the Client do not have to be de-obligated at the end of a fiscal year as they would have been if subject to the Economy Act.  The Client should ensure that any financial obligation incurred under this Agreement is properly recorded so that the funds are available to pay for FEDSIM services for the duration of this Agreement.

1.5.2  Agreement Charges

All FEDSIM work and travel will be performed on a cost reimbursable basis.  Accumulated personnel time will be billed monthly at the hourly rates in effect at the time the hours are worked.  All project-related Industry Partner expenses will be billed at actual cost, plus a transaction fee for each contract action as well as all contract closeout costs.  FEDSIM may assess a monthly maintenance fee to cover the cost of financial administration of this project.  FEDSIM may incur expenses in support of this Agreement before its execution.  Unless there is a written exception to the contrary, the Client's signature of this IA also constitutes authorization of such expenses.  

1.5.3  Disputes and Protests
If a dispute or protest arises from the specifications, solicitation, award, performance or termination of a delivery/purchase/task order and the Industry Partner appeals or protests to a forum such as the General Accountability Office or a Federal Courts, and the forum makes an award in favor of the offeror or Industry Partner, the Client shall provide sufficient funds to cover all costs associated with the dispute/protest.  The Client agrees to reimburse FEDSIM for reasonable costs incurred by FEDSIM in support of any and all protests and re-solicitation costs resulting from acquisitions conducted on the Client's behalf.

1.5.4  Delay/Cancellation/Termination/ Litigation Costs
The Client agrees to reimburse FEDSIM for any and all termination costs determined by FEDSIM to be reasonable, allowable, and applicable in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FARs) and paid to the terminated Industry Partner(s); and, any and all administrative costs incurred by FEDSIM in implementing the termination(s) in the event it becomes necessary to terminate, by reason of Default or Convenience to the Government, any contract awarded or delivery order issued by FEDSIM as a result of this Agreement.  Additionally, in the event of litigation from pre-award and/or post-award challenges to a solicitation issued on behalf of a Client, the Client is responsible for all cost related to or arising from the litigation unless it is determined that the litigation is because of GSA negligence.
Should it be necessary for the Client to cancel this Agreement, either in its entirety or in part, or should the Client request that work already scheduled by FEDSIM under an existing IA be deferred, FEDSIM is authorized to bill the Client for:

· Any direct costs already incurred by FEDSIM in support of this Agreement which cannot be similarly canceled or deferred (e.g., contracts for vendor services).

· The time planned for analyst support that cannot be rescheduled for other projects, up to a maximum of 80 hours for each analyst so affected.

· Any termination costs related to this IA.

· Any costs incurred related to or arising under 1.5.3 above.

Any termination notification must be received in writing before FEDSIM management will take action to discontinue or defer support to an active Client project.  

1.5.5  Billing and Payment
FEDSIM will pay all delivery/task/purchase order charges from either the Information Technology Fund or the General Supply Fund, as appropriate, on a reimbursable basis.  The report of ITF Services Performed, GSA 789 Voucher or TFS Form 7306, Intra-governmental Payment and Collection (IPAC), as applicable, will be used for Client billing and shall be paid as rendered within 15 calendar days.

The Client is responsible for prompt payment of all billings.  All reimbursable billings are delinquent after 45 calendar days from the date of original GSA billing.  When billings are delinquent over 90 calendar days from date of original GSA billing, and the Client has not indicated a problem regarding services, FEDSIM will not issue any new orders or modifications to existing orders for the Client.  Termination of existing services on said order will be considered by FEDSIM and negotiated with the Client.
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
