Mission Progress

The Public Building Service (PBS) took the lead in the development of the design
and construction of the new facility while the Federal Technology Service (FTS)
took the lead in fulfilling their technology support requirements. The Federal
Supply Service (FSS) will be fulfilling the client’s equipment needs.

The PBS construction contract was awarded under the Small Business Protége
Program, Chickashaw National Industries, Incorporated, who is a tribally owned
company, in partnership with Flincto.

FTS contracted for an assessment of the network infrastructure and continues to
work with SIPI for development of the new infrastructure. Assessment of the
infrastructure was awarded to a local 8-A firm, Integrity Networking. They
provided the technology assessment and a cost of ownership of the existing
campus to include the impacts and capacity of the New Science Building to their
current network, telephony and distance learning. FTS will also be providing
telecommunications and service for 200 lines.

Construction for this integrated GSA solutions is scheduled to be completed in
February 2003.
