PRODUCT AND SERVICE CODE ASSIGNMENT

Several offices have expressed concern that their Vendors are not filling out their CCR registration accurately with relationship to the Product or Service Codes or codes that are recognized in the North American Industry Classification  System (NAICS) for the products or services they provide.

Please provide those vendors who are having difficulty in this area of their application with the following information:

All services except research and development work shall be coded, by category , with an assigned series of 4-digit codes for the specific types of services.  The first position of this code begins with a letter that identifies one of the 23 categories of services, and 3 numeric digits identifying a specific service within each category.  An example of the code that would describe Custodial Janitorial Services would be reflected by S201

All supplies and equipment codes have been established in accordance with the Federal Supply Classifications (FSC) that were developed for use in classifying items of supply identified under the Federal Cataloging Program.   The structure of the FSC, as presently established, consists of 78 groups.  All of the product codes consist of the first two positions representing the major product and the last two digits further define the product within the major category, i.e., 51 is the major classification for Hand Tools, to describe Drill Bits, Counterbores, and Counter-sinks; Hand and Machine would be 5133 and Hand Tool Sets, Kits, and Outfits of Hand Tools would be 5180.

The only codes that deviate from the two above-cited options are codes dedicated to Research and Development.  For these categories, they begin with two alpha characters, such as AC for Research and Development of Defense Systems and AC5 would describe Defense Systems R & D of weapons with the fourth position describing either Basic Research, Applied Research and Exploratory Development, Advanced Development, Engineering Development, Operations Systems Development, or Management and Support.   Therefore,  R & D of weapons in the Advanced Development would be reflected by the code of AC53.
