Letter 10: The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation 
1. Provide a compatible use that requires minimal change in distinctive features. 

2. Preserve the building's historic character. Avoid altering distinctive features, spaces, and spacial relationships. 

3. Recognize the building as a product of its own time. Do not create a false sense of historical development. 

4. Recognize and respect changes that have taken place over time, and that may have acquired significance in their own right. 

5. Preserve distinctive materials, features, finishes, examples of construction techniques and craftsmanship. 

6. Repair, rather than replace, deteriorated architectural features where possible. Base repair and replacement on documented evidence. 

7. Treat surfaces using the gentlest possible means. Never use methods that cause damage. 

8. Protect archeological resources affected by the project. Protect in place or conduct mitigation. 

9. Ensure that new additions, alterations, and other new construction does not damage the building's character-defining qualities. Differentiate new work from old, but make it compatible in size, scale, proportion, massing, etc. 

10. Ensure that new additions and other new construction, if removed in the future, will leave the original building unimpaired.
