GSA is planning construction of a new headquarters building for the Southnorthern Regional Office of the Bureau of Dog and Pony Regulation (BDPR) in Fishfall. In consultation with the Orebama State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) and other interested parties, we have determined that this undertaking may have adverse effects on the Ponypup Historic District and on archeological site 53TO573, which GSA and the SHPO have agreed to treat as eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places. The rationale for our determination is discussed on pages 3-27 through 3-30 of the enclosed Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS). 

Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.5(e), this is to notify you that we are initiating consultation to resolve any possible adverse effects. The enclosed DEIS contains the following background material for your review: 

a. Description of the undertaking, including photographs, maps, and drawings (Pages 1-1 through 1-20); 
b. Description of our efforts to identify historic properties (Pages 3-37 through 3-42); 
c. Description of the affected historic properties (Pages 3-42 through 3-45; also see Appendix 3-6); and 
d. Description of the undertaking's effects on historic properties (Pages 4-29 through 4-31). 

We have notified the SHPO, the Senemanche Tribe, and the Fishfall Historic Preservation Office of our determination, and anticipate that they will all participate in consultation. 

Because of the great importance of the archeological deposits to the Senemanche Tribe, and issues regarding visual effects on which we think it may be fruitful to bring the Advisory Council's experience to bear, we invite you to participate in consultation on this undertaking.
