Dear Ms. Ophs: 

As you know, the General Services Administration (GSA) is planning construction of a new headquarters building for the Southnorthern Regional Office of the Bureau of Dog and Pony Regulation (BDPR) in Fishfall, and has tentatively identified the Shetland-Sheepdog site (the block bounded by Shetland, Stalking, Sheepdog and Mongrel Streets) as our preferred alternative. 

On April 16, 1995, we advised you that we believed no further efforts to identify historic properties were necessary with respect to this alternative. In your letter of May 15, 1995, you objected to our position, and recommended further study of the "General Store" at 792 Unicorn Avenue. 

As you requested, and in consultation with Merlan Little of your staff, we have further researched the "General Store." As our preliminary data suggested, the building was actually constructed in 1962, despite its antique appearance. A copy of our consultant's report, "Detailed Evaluation of the General Store, 792 Unicorn Avenue, Fishfall," (Bittner-Sorenson 1995) is enclosed for your reference. 

Based on the above-referenced study, and pursuant to 36 CFR 800.4(a)(2), we have determined that there are no historic properties in the undertaking's area of potential effect (APE). We will document this determination, which satisfies GSA's responsibilities under Section 106, in our Environmental Impact Assessment, which will be provided for your review and made available to all interested parties in accordance with 36 CFR 800.4(d).
