Description.





This is an Indefinite-Delivery-Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) contract utilizing Fixed-Price Labor-Hour with Economic Price Adjustment (EPA), and Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) Task Orders in accordance with FAR 16.500.  The Government awarded ________________(to be completed upon award) contracts.  





The Contractor shall furnish all personnel, material, services, and facilities to perform the requirements set forth in the Contract. Task Orders/Delivery Orders issued under this Contract shall be Fixed Price, Labor Hour and/or Time and Materials in accordance with the schedules contained in Section B. 


Total orders placed against all task orders shall not exceed $6 Billion____________________ over the life of the contract (which shall not exceed 120 months).  The total guaranteed minimum is $1,000 per contractor for the basic period only.  There is no guaranteed minimum for the option periods, if exercised.


The maximum amount for each contract will not exceed $_______________.  $6Billion.  However, since the total amount of all contracts will not exceed $_______________, $6 Billion, as more orders are issued under one contract, the value of orders which can be issued under the other contracts decreases by an equal amount.


The Contracting Officer’s decision to issue an order to a particular contractor shall be based on the criteria stated in G.4.  Note:  All task orders shall be awarded in full compliance with applicable “Federal Acquisition Streamlining Act” (FASA) of 1995 regulations.of Fair Opportunity, Exceptions to Fair Opportunity, (only one contractor is capable and logical follow-on), and the criteria established within the Task Order Request.  





Labor-Hour Contract for Technical Support. 





For Labor-Hour CLINs (3000-3099), the Contractor shall propose a fully burdened, fixed, hourly rate for each labor category for each of the ten (10) contract years.  These rates shall reflect all direct and indirect costs (i.e., labor, fringe benefits, overhead, and G&A, as applicable, and profit).  The fixed hourly rates shall be ceiling rates for all Labor-Hour CLINs under Task Orders issued against the contract.  Level of effort and actual labor rates will be negotiated.
