E1. General

E3. Inspection by the Government

Inspection of all services and deliverables under this contract shall be accomplished by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), or duly authorized Government representative identified in each individual TO, at place of performance or destination.  All services and deliverables will be inspected for content, completeness, accuracy, and conformance to contract and TO requirements.  The Government reserves the right to inspect the Contractor’s facilities prior to the commence of performance, and at any time during contract performance, to assure that the services provided conform in all respects to the contract or TO specifications.  Upon inspection, services and deliverables which are not in conformance with contractual specifications, shall be promptly rejected and notice of such rejection, together with appropriate instructions, will be provided to the Contractor by the Contracting Officer (CO).

E4.   Acceptance by the Government

Acceptance and/or rejection of all services and deliverables under this contract shall be accomplished by the COR who will sign an appropriate inspection and receiving document attesting to item acceptance and/or services performed by the Contractor.

Services are of a continuing nature and this contract prescribes periodic payments based upon increments of time rendered (i.e., months of service).  Completion of services will be deemed to have occurred at the end of each month falling within the contract term.

Deliverables will be accepted if they are completed in accordance with the specifications, schedules, test plans, or other acceptance criteria stated herein and also those acceptance criteria and other requirements which are incorporated into the individual TO.

Software deliverables will be accepted when all discrepancies, errors, or other deficiencies have been resolved to the Government's satisfaction.

E5. Procedures for Inspection and Acceptance of Documentation Deliverables 

Procedures for inspection and acceptance of documentation deliverables are as follows, unless modified in a TO: 

The Government will provide written acceptance, comments, and/or change requests, if any, within fifteen (15) working days from receipt by the Government, of all required contract deliverables.  Any notifications of rejection will be accompanied by specific reason(s) for rejection.

Upon receipt of the Government comments, the Contractor shall have fifteen (15) working days to rectify the situation and re-submit the contract deliverable(s) if it is not a "draft" deliverable.  If it is a "draft" deliverable, the Contractor shall rectify the situation before the next scheduled submission of this deliverable(s).

The Government will review and verify that the original problem(s) has (have) been resolved with the contract deliverable(s) as re-submitted.  If this is a re-submission of a final deliverable, the Government will provide the Contractor written notice of acceptance/rejection or request for extension within fifteen (15) working days after receipt of each re-submitted final deliverable. 

E6. Partial Deliveries

Partial deliveries will be allowed at the discretion of the Government provided the delivered items can be processed for acceptance, and non-delivered items do not cause a delay in the ordered services.
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
