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SECTION 1 THE PREMISES, RENT, AND OTHER TERMS 

1.01 THE PREMISES (SUCCEEDING} (SEP 2013} 

Unless other.vise noted. the Government accepts the Premises and tenant improvements in their existing condition, except where specifications or 
standards are contained elsewhere in this Lease. These standards include security improvements. Fire Protection and Life Safety requirements, 
ABAAS compliance, as well as compliance with all local codes and ordinances. Such acceptance by the Government of existing Premises shall not 
re.lieve Lessor of continuing obligations for cleaning, janitorial, maintenance, repair, etc. as set forth in the Lease paragraphs and attached General 
Clauses. 

The Premises are described as follows: 

A Office and Related Space: 1.734 rentable square lee! (RSF). yielding 1.490 ANSliBOMA Office Area (ABOA) square feet (SF) of office and 
related Space located on the 1 ST floor(s) and known as Suite(s) 102. of the Building. as depicted on the noor plan{s) attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

B. Common Area Fac1or The Common Area Factor (CAF) is established as 1.1638 percent. This factor which represents the conversion 
from ABOA to rentable square feet, rounded to the nearest whole percentage. shall be used for purposes of rental adjustments in accordance with the 
Payment Clause of the General Clauses. 

1.02 EXPRESS APPURTENANT RIGHTS (SEP 2013) 

The Government shall have the non-exclusive right to the use of Appurtenant Areas, and shall have the right to post Rules and Regulations Governing 
Conduct on Federal Property. Title 41 CFR, Part 102-74, Subpart C within such areas. The Government will coordinate with Lessor to ensure signage 
is consistent with Lessor's standards. Appurtenant to the Premises and included in the Lease are rights to use the following: 

A Parking: 4parking spaces as depicted on the plan attached hereto as Exhibit A, PROVIDED BUT NOT reserved for the exclusive use of the 
Government. or which Oshall be structured/inside parking spaces. and 4 shall be surface/outside parking spaces. In addition. the Lessor shall provide 
such additional parking spaces as required by the applicable code of the local government entity having jurisdiction over the Property. 

B. Antennas, Satellite Dishes. and Related Transmission Devices {1) Space located on the roof of the Building sufficient in size for tile 
installation and placement of telecommunications equipment. (2) tile nght to access the rooi of the Building and (3) use of all Building areas (e.g. 
chases. plenwns, etc) necessary for the use. operation. and maintenance of such telecommunications equipmen1 at all limes during the term of this 
Lease.

E. If the Government occupies the Premises for less than a full calendar month. then rent shall be prorated based on the actual number of days 
of occupancy for that month. 

F Rent shall be paid to Lessor by electronic funds transfer in accordance with the provisions of the General Clauses. Rent shall be payable to 
the Payee designated in the Lessor's Central Contractor Registration (CCR). now the System for Award Management (SAM). If the payee is different 
from the Lessor. both payee and Lessor must be registered in SAM. 

G. 	 Lessor shall provide to the Government. in exchange for the payment of rental and other specified consideration. the following:

2. All costs. expenses and fees to periorm the work required for acceptance or the Premises in accordance with this Lease. including 
all costs for labor. materials. and equipment. professional fees. contractor fees. attorney fees. permit fees. inspection fees. and similar such fees. and 
all related expenses. 

3. Performance or satisfaction of all other obligations set forth in this Lease; and all services. utilities. and maintenance required for 
lhe proper operation of the Property, lhe Building, and the Premises in accordance with the terms of the Lease. including, but not limited to. all 
inspections. modifications. repairs. replacements. and improvements required to be made thereto lo meet the requirements of this lease.

1.05 TERMINATION RIGHTS (AUG 2011)

the termination date set forth in the notice. whichever is later No rental shall accrue alter the effective date of termination.

1.08 TENANT IMPROVEMENT RENTAL ADJUSTMENT (SUCCEEDING) {SEP 2013) 

The Government may elect to make lump sum payments for any or all work covered by the Tenant Improvement (Tl) scope. That portion of the rental 
payments attributable to amortization of the Tis shall be reduced accordingly. At any time after occupancy and during the firm term of the Lease. the 
Government. at i!s sole discretion. may elect to pay lump sum for any part or all of the remaining unpaid amortized balance of the Tis If the 
Government elects to make a lump sum payment for the Tis after occupancy, the payment by the Government will result in a decrease in the rent 
according to the amortization rate over the remaining Firm Term of the Lease 

1.09 BUILDING SPECIFIC AMORTIZED CAPITAL (SEP 2012) tNTENTIONALLY DELETED 

1.10 BUILDING SPECIFIC AMORTIZED CAPITAL RENTAL ADJUSTMENT (SEP 2013) 

A. The Government. at its sole discretion, shall make all decisions about the use of the Building Specific Amortized Capital (BSAC). The 
Government may use all or part of the BSAC. The Government may return to the Lessor any unused portion of the BSAC in exchange for a decrease 
in rent (where applicable) according to the agreed-upon amortization rate over the Firm Term. 

B. The Government may elect to make lump-sum payments for any work covered by the BSAC. The part of the BSAC amortized in the rent 
shall be reduced accordingly. At any time after occupancy and during the Firm Term of the Lease. the Government, at its sole discretion. may elect to 
pay a lump sum for any part or all of the remaining unpaid amortized balance of the BSAC. If the Government elects lo make a lump.sum payment for 
the BSAC after occupancy. the payment of the BSAC by the Government will result 1n a decrease in the rent according to the amort1zat1011 rate over 
the Firm Term of the Lease 
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C. If it is anticipated that the Government will spend more than the BSAC identified above. the Government may elect to 

1. Reduce the security countermeasure requirements; 

2. Pay a lump sum for the amount overage upon substantial completion in accordance with the "Acceptance of Space and Certificate 
of Occupancy" paragraph; or 

3. Negotiate an increase 1n the rent. 

1.11 PERCENTAGE OF OCCUPANCY FOR TAX ADJUSTMENT (JUN 2012) 

As of the Lease Award Date. the Government's Percentage of Occupancy, as defined in the "Real Estate Tax Adjustment" paragraph of this Lease is 
6% percent. The Percentage of Occupancy is derived by dividing the total Government Space of 1.734 RSF by the total Building space of 31,061 
RSF. 

1.12 REAL ESTATE TAX BASE (SEP 2013) 

The Real Estate Tax Base, as defined in the Real Estate Tax Adjustment paragraph of the Lease is $3,158.91 Tax adjustments shall not occur until 
the tax year follovJing lease commencement has passed 

1.13 OPERATING COST BASE (SEP 2013) 

The parties agree, for the purpose of applying the paragraph titled "Operating Costs Adjustment," that the Lessor's base rate for opera ling costs shall 
be S4.88 per RSF ($8462.00/annum).
